Located in Inuvik and reporting to the Director of Client Services, the CPNP 
Nutritionist provides services to 13 CPNP projects in the Inuvik Region, covering a 
population of 12,000 people representing four distinct cultural groups.  The 
incumbent is responsible for providing guidance and assistance in program 
management and providing direct nutrition services to program clients, including 
prenatal and postnatal women, breastfeeding women, and infants. 
 
The CPNP identifies, develops implements and supports projects that improve the 
adequacy and quality of diets of program clients and their families; provides training, 
education, and opportunity for all program staff to develop their skills; provides 
consultation services, expert advice, assistance in planning and reporting, and 
support in the administrative aspects of the programs. 
 
Qualification requirements include a Bachelors Degree in Science majoring in 
Dietetics or Human Nutrition, completion of an accredited dietetic internship, and 
two years Dietitian experience in program development, training and delivery.  
Equivalent combinations of education and/or experience will be considered. 
 
The salary starts at $36.08 per hour (approximately $70,356 per annum) plus 
an annual Northern Allowance of $9,836. 
 
A job offer is contingent upon a satisfactory criminal record check.  The 
successful candidate will be required to obtain a medical clearance. 
 
This competition may be used to fill similar positions that become available 
over the next six months. 
 
Candidates must clearly identify their eligibility in order to receive priority 
consideration under the Affirmative Action Policy.
